Many times insurance company’s will attempt to settle early offering a small sum, such as $500 to the victim, and the victim takes the quick money not realizing until weeks later that they are seriously hurt. 


   Mr. Console’s advice is that anyone involved in a motor vehicle accident contact an attorney who specializes in personal injury law so that they can be made aware of their rights, after all that is the first thing the insurance company does.
